“When I walked into the hall I felt a mixture 
of happiness and pride - it was Miri’s 
wedding and somehow I felt connected to 
this wedding in a different way than other 
weddings I have attended.  I have been 

learning with Miri since before she got 
engaged, and then continued throughout 
her engagement period. We discussed and 
planned, both materially and physically, 
and when finally seeing her in that 
beautiful white dress it was the climax 
of it all - she was glowing. The wedding 
was a Sephardic one, and I found the 
different customs so interesting.  It was 
a rooftop chuppa and the gathering was 
intimate in an atmosphere of great joy. 

The dancing was exhilarating and it 
was so special to be able to join in my 
PaL partner’s simcha. I loved meeting 
Miri’s family and friends from Holland 
and Israel – it was great that everyone was 
there to join in the wonderful simcha.”
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Making the sheva brachos in my home was a fantastic experience.  What a delight it was to see Miri with her husband - a 
married woman with a distinctive Sephardic head covering which suits her beautifully. It also gave my husband the opportunity 
to get to know Miri’s husband, Yuval. Sharing sheva brachos with Miri and Yuval was an opportunity to make our connection 
stronger – extending our PaL partnership to our husbands and friends as well as each other.
